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Trent Jansen - Exhibition Designer

Footprints has been designed and co-curated by Australian designer, Trent Jansen.

In the spirit of this exhibition, Trent Jansen's vision was to create a space thatis as ecologically responsible as the work that it contains.
Footprints has been designed to make use of as many re-used materials as possible; from pre-read news papers and old cardboard boxes to
used timber and pre-loved plinths, this space will be almost totally free of new stuff.

The title 'Footprints' refers to one's ecological footprint as well as the new notion of an individuals carbon footprint. When developing

concepts for Footprints, Trent Jansen was concerned that the notion of a'carbon footprint' was still a very abstract idea for most Australians,
deciding that the best design for this space would encourage viewers of the exhibition to understand the idea of a carbon footprint in a more
tangible way. Trent decided that the best way to reach the audience of Footprints was to design a space that would force them to be
mindful of their physical footsteps while walking through the space, making sure that exhibition goers would considering where they were
placing their feet, as they view the work of some of Australia's best ecological artists and designers.

Trent Jansen then developed the concept - 'Reduce Your Carbon Footprint to a Tiptoe'; during Footprints the floor of the Harbbour Terrace at
the Museum of Contemporary Art will be covered with around 2000 newspaper tulips, each standing no more than 40cm away from the
nearest tulip. As visitors navigate through the tulips in order to view the work on display, they will be forced to think about where they are
placing their feet - Tiptoeing Through the Tulips.

Footprints will only be open for one day, but as the day wears on our effect on the space wil bbecome unavoidably evident. With children
running and parents pushing prams, many tulips will fall victim to wayward steps. By the end of the day this pristine room, filed with perfectly
folded newspaper tulips, will be a frampled garden bed, evidence to our destructive influence on the natural environment when we do not
consider the placement of our footprints.
